Dear Members and Friends,

We are pleased to provide further details of the HULL & EAST YORKSHIRE trip which is taking place as planned on SATURDAY 9th MAY, 2009, led again by Andy Fear.  

· Please be in Keele Hall courtyard or the lower car park by 8.20 a.m. ready to board our coach, which will leave from the bus stop on the ring road.  We need to leave promptly since the first stage of the journey takes about 3 hours, exclusive of any brief stops en route.  A mobile phone (07876-361331) will be switched on from 8.00 a.m. should you experience any delays.

· Payment of £20 per head is be made on the day of the trip, (cheques, payable to ‘North Staffs C.A.’ or cash).  

· Food.  Time is not as tight for our itinerary as in some other years, and there are plenty of cafes and small restaurants where you may choose to eat in central Hull between the visit to the Roman Museum and our departure by coach soon after 3 pm. We shall only have about 3 hours in the city, however, so those who wish to leave the maximum time to visit Holy Trinity Church, near the Museum (the largest civic church in England) or the Maritime and Whaling Museum may prefer to bring packed lunches (and drinks) to eat during our stay in the city. We have arranged to stop for a more leisurely meal in the early evening (5.45 - 7.00 pm approx) on the return journey - at the Old Mill, near Brighouse, West Yorkshire.  These meals will need to be ordered in advance, and we shall ask you to make your choices from a menu circulated on the coach during the outward journey.
· We expect to return to Keele by 9.30 p.m., including the stop for a meal.

Apart from a medieval taster en route during the morning journey, the centrepiece of the day is the 
Roman exhibits to be seen in Hull. We aim to drop off in central Hull for the Hull & East Riding Museum visit at about 12, and to concentrate first on these Roman remains. After this Museum visit there will be the opportunity to eat lunch, to visit the nearby Holy Trinity Church and either to stroll around your own choice of the many museums, art galleries and shops in central Hull.
On the return journey we shall take a break about half an hour before we eat, to visit the medieval remains of Sandal Castle, scene of a crucial turning point in the Wars of the Roses, when Richard, Duke of York lost his chance to become Richard III before that title fell to his youngest son 23 years later – a chance which he lost together with his head. The Latin Group has been reading an account of this episode by William of Worcester.
The meal will be a 2 course one, and we hope that the early start will compensate for the early hour at which we need to eat!
